JOINT IEC/ECC PRESS STATEMENT - 26 SEPTEMBER

On 24 September 2009 the Independent Election Commission and the Electoral
Complaints Commission agreed that auditing of suspect ballots, in accordance with the
ECC’s order of 8 September 2009, will be carried out through sampling.

This sampling and audit processes will be conducted to full international standards and
will aim to ensure that an outcome to Afghanistan’s 2009 elections is reached without
further delay.

To ensure transparency, candidates and their agents are being provided with details of the
process and will be allowed to observe all stages.

On Thursday the 24", in the presence of candidate agents and observers, the samples of
313 ballot boxes were randomly selected to be audited in detail.
